MHAction is continuing to build out issue campaigns that are fueled by our shared belief
that everyone deserves an affordable, decent place to call home. This belief is centered
on racial, economic, and gender justice where government plays a critical role that can
turn that vision into our collective reality.

This update includes recent highlights from the work leadership teams in Michigan are
spearheading, exciting press coverage that acknowledges the collective efforts of
MHAction’s leadership teams — a long feature in The New Yorker and a piece put
together by lowa Public Radio, and a national report that included powerful testimonies
from MHAction leaders in New York and Florida written by Americans for Financial
Reform, Bargaining for the Common Good, and the Institute for Policy Studies.

Michigan Updates:

Michigan leaders are coming together and building momentum in 2021. Holly Hook, a
Michigan MHAction leader, who was featured in this Michigan Advance article helped
lead a Zoom member meeting to discuss our statewide strategy. The goal of the
meeting was to review the role that state elected officials can play to ensure that all
communities successfully weather the pandemic. Holly and other Michigan community
leaders were joined by Mikaylah Heffernan, Legislative Director for Michigan
Representative John Cherry. Ms. Hefferman reviewed a current proposed legislative
package that would strengthen rent and lease protections for our families.

The work happening in Michigan is one part of MHAction’s multi-state strategy to make
Havenpark Capital and their financial backer, Enterprise Community Partners,
accountable for their role in displacing communities. Hats off to MHAction’s newest staff

Some highlights from this article:

“Candi Evans, the vice-president of the Golfview residents’ association, was among the
first to speak. [Evans] had bought a double-wide mobile home in Golfview with her
husband in 1998. ‘This was where we were going to grow old together,’ she said. She
had planned her life so that she ‘would never be a financial burden to our children or
society.’ After her husband died, in 2002, she took over the roofing company he had
been running. She was financially stable until 2019, when Havenpark attempted to raise
her rent by sixty-six per cent. She and other residents fought the increase, and
Havenpark lowered the new rate slightly. ‘When we told them that some of the residents
couldn’t afford that, they said we should turn to the government to subsidize our rent,’
she said.
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“By moving, [Carrie] Presley would lose her government subsidy, and she and [her
daughter] would have less space, but, as Presley told me,“l was sacrificing material
goods for a sense of safety.” She and Cheyenne held a garage sale, and watched as
their neighbors walked away with the kitchen table, a dresser, armoires, and most of
their clothes.”



In lowa, leaders like Matt Chapman & Candi Evans worked to publish a piece with the
lowa Public Radio. MHAction has been blessed to be attached to a building,
locally-based coalition, lowa Manufactured Home Resident’s Network, that is
coordinating the statewide effort.

Algunos aspectos destacados de este articulo:

“Candi Evans, vicepresidenta de la asociacion de residentes de Golfview, fue una de
las primeras en hablar. [Evans] habia comprado una casa prefabricada de ancho doble
en Golfview con su esposo en 1998. “Aqui era donde ibamos a envejecer juntos”, dijo.
Habia planeado su vida para que ‘nunca fuera una carga financiera para nuestros hijos
o la sociedad'. Después de la muerte de su esposo, en 2002, ella se hizo cargo de la
empresa de techado que él habia estado dirigiendo. Se mantuvo financieramente
estable hasta 2019, cuando Havenpark intenté aumentar su alquiler en un sesenta y
seis por ciento. Ella y otros residentes lucharon contra el aumento, y Havenpark bajo
ligeramente la nueva tarifa. "Cuando les dijimos que algunos de los residentes no
podian pagar eso, dijeron que deberiamos recurrir al gobierno para que subsidie
nuestro alquiler”, dijo.

"Al mudarse, [Carrie] Presley perderia su subsidio del gobierno, y ella y [su hija]
tendrian menos espacio, pero, como Presley me dijo, “estaba sacrificando bienes
materiales por una sensacion de sequridad”. Ella y Cheyenne hicieron una venta de
garaje y vieron a sus vecinos alejarse con la mesa de la cocina, una comoda, armarios
y la mayor parte de su ropa”.

En lowa, lideres como Matt Chapman y Candi Evans trabajaron en la
publicacién de una nota en lowa Public Radio. MHAction ha tenido la fortuna de estar
unida a una coalicion local, lowa Manufactured Home Resident’s Network (la Red de
Residentes de Casas Prefabricadas de lowa), que esta coordinando el esfuerzo a nivel
