As you may remember, MHAction leaders went to Albany last month with Housing
Justice for All to meet with legislators in order to get important tenant and manufactured
housing protections passed.

Leaders across the state have continued to work tirelessly to garner the support of both
the Senate and the Assembly to pass legislation that would guarantee a transparent
public process that community owners would have to abide by if and when a community
goes up for sale. By doing so, we help our communities turn back the tide of predatory
investors and allow for friendly community ownership models, like nonprofit land trusts,
to emerge.

Thanks to the work of these leaders, we are proud to announce that the Right of
First Refusal bill passed!

On June 22nd, resident leaders from across the state met via Zoom to discuss
legislative updates and our plans for fighting back against predatory owners. Leaders
committed to call Governor Hochul and urge her to protect our communities from
predatory real estate investors by signing this legislation once it reaches her desk.
We're nearly at the finish line!

While the Good Cause and Rent Justification bills did not ultimately pass, they went
further than ever before, and received support that could prove to be a good sign to
getting them passed in the next legislative session. We continue to stand in solidarity
with our brothers and sisters at Housing Justice for All in our fight for affordable
housing.

Wrights Corner

The rent strike led by the Ridgeview Residents Association continues. Residents began
the strike after a series of maintenance and health concerns went unaddressed by the
park owner, Cook Properties.

While CEO of Cook Properties, Jeff Cook, initially chose not to comment on the
situation, residents recently started receiving certified letters asking them to “pay or
quit”.

We connected with them to learn more about what they have been doing to confront
park owners and discuss potential solutions.

Pembroke Park

We joined with Florida Rising to visit Lakeside Park Estates in Pembroke Park, FL, to
speak with residents about the current evictions they are facing. The community is
owned by Trinity Broadcasting Network (TBN), the largest religious broadcasting

We also went door-to-door, speaking to residents in Sand & Sea Village, a
manufactured home park in Boynton Beach, FL. Some residents are fearing eviction
after receiving trivial violation notices, despite having lived in the community for many
years. "They want to kick you out of here, so they can get the trailer and resell it
themselves and make money out of it," said longtime Sand & Sea Village resident,
Jesus Rangel.

Residents in Huntington Beach, CA, are leading a campaign to pass a local rent
stabilization initiative. After being purchased by a firm called Investment Property
Group, steep rent hikes caused residents of Skandia Senior Mobile Home Park to hit
the streets and contact local officials in protest.

Feeling disregarded by these officials, residents have also begun contacting state
representatives. This effort to escalate the situation is similar to one made by Rancho
La Paz resident leaders, like Lupe Ramirez, who successfully fought to pass
anti-gouging protections in Anaheim.
